Day 01: (Sunday) Arriving Sharm staff transfers you to your hotel. Check out dive 

in the afternoon. Overnight Sharm 

VISAS: All travelers to Egypt must have a visa. Citizens of most countries can 

obtain one on arrival. Please let us know what passport you are traveling with and 

we will confirm whether you can get your’s on arrival. 
 
Day 02, 03, 04, 05: (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday) Dive, Dive, Dive 

including wreck dives, Ras Mohammed national park, Straits of Tiran, etc...

Day 06: (Friday) Dive the morning then relax at the beach in the afternoon.

Day 07: (Saturday) Enjoy the beach in the morning then staff transfers you to the 

airport, assists with checking in for your departure. 

Tour Includes: Transfers by air-conditioned vehicle related to the tour starting 

with arrival to Sharm. Baggage handling of no more than 1 piece of luggage per 

person however baggage and personal effects are at the owner's risk at all time 

during the tour (baggage handling does NOT include tips for bellmen, porters, 

etc.). Hotels (based on double occupancy). Meals as outline by B for breakfast, L 

for lunch, and D for dinner. Dive transportation to /from dive sites, two dives daily. 

Service charges and taxes.

NOT included are: International air items of a personal nature such as dive gear, 

entry visa, tips, telephone, laundry, beverages, anything not specifically mentioned 

as included.
